Originally an
independent institution,
since 1972 the John
Rylands Library has
been an integral part

of The University of The Old and the New — the rear elevation of
Manchester’s Library the Library viewed from the new extension

Rylands University Library of Manchester), whilst retaining its
status as a ‘public library’. Following the award of substantial
Heritage Lottery funding in 2002, an appeal, launched by the
Duke of Devonshire early in 2003 under the title ‘Unlocking
the Rylands’, has successfully raised further funds to enable a
comprehensive renovation and refurbishment programme to be
undertaken. The work was completed at the beginning of 2007.

The John Rylands Library
houses one of the most
spectacular collections
of rare books and
manuscripts in the
world. Its magnificent

neo-gothic building is a o

landmark on Deansgate '

in the centre of

Manchester and was

built between 1890 and 1899 for Enriqueta Rylands as
a memorial to her husband, John, the greatest of the
Victorian cotton magnates. The Library’s treasures, the
earliest of which date back to the third millennium
BC, include the St John Fragment, the oldest known
surviving New Testament text, as well as some of the
most breathtaking medieval manuscripts and early
printed books imaginable.
